INSURANCE POLICIES

Mr. Melton stated that Todd & Associates and Phyllis Dugar-Thibodeaux submitted renewal proposals for the General Liability, Public Officials Liability, Workers Compensation, Automobile, and Property. GOBERT AND CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY TO AUTHORIZE THE PURCHASE OF INSURANCE POLICIES FROM TODD & ASSOCIATES AND PHYLLIS DUGAR-THIBODEAUX FOR GENERAL LIABILITY, PUBLIC OFFICIALS LIABILITY, AUTOMOBILE, PROPERTY, AND WORKERS’ COMPENSATION COVERAGES FOR THE YEAR COMMENCING MARCH 1, 2021.

FAA GRANT 

AIRPORT CORONAVIRUS RESPONSE GRANT PROGRAM (ACRGP)
